Weneed to
train these men and give them
bicyeles. which are of paramount
importance to speed up the work in
Southern Sudan.

Plense read this true story of Pastor
John in Sudan:

When Pastor Johsn was ordained, he
served a small congregation in the
country. side of Southern Swdan.
Despite the ongoing war, he faitlfully
continued with the ministry, walking
up to 20 (twenty) miles a day as he

had no bicvele or other means of

rransport. Fven the seemingly simple
task of getting food for his family was
made difficult by him having to walk
ta the nearest market.
fater he way asked to serve i the
regional aoffice of his chureh. Thaugh
he willingly accepted, travelling did
not become easier, On the contrary,
an additional distance of 30 (fiftv)
miles was added to lis weekly
“walk.”  What vou need to know

in order to understand what an
additional 31 (fiftv) miles means, is
that these roads have not heen
maintained for more than 20 (twenty)
vears, they are muddy for the most
part uf the vear and deep pothales
are the norm, not the exception.

I July 2002, a date he remembers
well, he was given a Phoenix bicvele
by a visiting eroup of Christians.
This was a great gift, which nat only
eased his reavels, bur allowed him to
come into the office on a daily hasis,
He also shares how it has improved
his personal and family life as a
result of added mobilitv. He adds:
“Let us pray that more people will be
able to bring bicycles so that it can
help others whe do not have.™ This
might seem like a beggar 5 prayer to
vou, but it's not, John ministers with
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verviittle financial help. The people
af 'his congregation are poor and
cannot afford to pay him much, most
times he just scrapes by, His concern
is not for himself, but for the others
whe do nat have “wheels "

John's story is not unique: it is the
story of the people of Southem
Sudan and most certainly the story of
the church in this part of the warld.

Whenever God is
going to do any kind
of work, it is usually
